B. One night hotel accommodations at the conference hotel property.

C. Recognition in the Conference program and Web site. Your name and/or photo will appear in multiple conference promotional opportunities before and during the conference.

D. Session Recordings: It is the intention of Conference to record audio and video of all sessions. Speaker will be afforded a copy.

Speaker Responsibilities. By signing this Agreement, Speaker consents to the following: 

A. Submit Speaker Information. Speaker agrees to submit a biography as they would like it to appear on the CONFERENCE website (250-word maximum), and a recent headshot within 1 week of the Agreement date.  This information will be placed on the CONFERENCE website.

This Agreement will be governed under the laws of the State of Arkansas with venue being in Benton County, Arkansas.  Nothing contained herein shall place the parties in the relationship of partners, joint venturers, principal-agent, or employer-employee and neither party shall have any right to obligate or bind the other in any manner whatsoever.
